e Minimum total and science GPA of 3.30.

Minimum MCAT score of 498, with a minimum biology score

of 124.

* Guaranteed interview in October of senior year if application
is complete.

* Guaranteed admission decision within one week of interview.

* Submit application to American Association of Colleges of Osteopathic Medicine Application Service (AACOMAS) to be received at MU-WCOM

by July 15 before senior year.

* Submit remaining application materials to MU-WCOM by August 15 before senior year, including recommendation letter from Xavier

University Health Sciences Committee.
